These are the supplies each student should bring UNLABELLED to their kindergarten orientation appointment in September:

· 1 pair of non marking gym shoes, velcro only please (no laces)
· 1 paint shirt (an old long sleeve shirt will do just fine)
· 1 backpack large enough to hold a book, lunch box and jacket
· 4 large glue sticks
· One box of large Ziploc bags
· 5 regular black Sharpies (also says fine point on the box)
· 3 Dry Erase markers in any colour
· 8 CRAYOLA markers of any colour
· 2 blank scribblers to use as a doodle book. They look like this:

· 1 small blanket (only big enough to sit on) that can be kept in your child’s locker all
year long
· 2 pieces of large white poster board (available at dollar stores)
